3. Plan for your own exit:  from day one, plan for someone to take over at the time 
when you’re no longer able to do this.  Train your successor, and that will mean 
that the ministry won’t fall apart if you are suddenly not able to continue, plus it 
shares leadership and helps others to become leaders themselves.  
 

4. Communicate your plan to the pastor, and then to the congregation.  This is not 
so much for permission, but for coordination.  With the multiple levels of ministry 
that we have in our church, we want to make sure that conflicts in schedules, 
etc., can be negotiated so that everyone’s gifts can be utilized.  
 

5.  Make regular attendance in worship, as well as other spiritual disciplines such as 
prayer and study a regular part of your life so that you can stay connected with 
God as you continue to serve in the name of Jesus Christ. 

 

The future of the church is not in how many programs we can plan, how many sermons 
can be preached, or how many events we can organize.  The future of the church lies in 
how persons called by God through their baptism can fulfill the ministry that God has 
gifted them to do.  Through this Lenten Season, I encourage you all to be faithfully in 
prayer, discerning God’s call on your life.  I would love to have an opportunity to sit and 
talk with you about your spiritual gifts.
